The Great Hall
Henry built a new Great
Hall to replace Wolsey's.
This was the largest and
most impressive room in
the palace (see picture B).
Beneath the Great Hall
was a vast beer cellar,
storing the 600,000
gallons of ale drunk by
the court each year.

The kitchens
Henry's first building project at Hampton Court was the
extension of the kitchens. These stretched along most of
the north side of the palace. The king's food was cooked
separately as it had to be of the highest quality and
prepared secretly to guard against poisoning
